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“This exhibition of recent work by John Hegarty and Tom Parish is inspired by another that took 

place a little more than 20 years ago also at Detroit Artists Market,” writes art critic Vince Carducci in 

the exhibition’s catalog.  “But the current show isn’t an historical re-creation, an attempt to relive past 

glory. Instead, it marks yet another chapter in the careers of two of the city’s most distinguished artists. 

The point isn’t to cast Hegarty and Parish as breaking new ground, but to present as them digging deeper 

into terrain each already knows very, very well. In that regard, it simply reflects what it is that master 

artists are all about.”
